On 7 March, 650+ people gathered in Kirstenbosch Gardens to witness the Birth of Endless Summer, which is the
backdrop of The Endless Summer, the most-watched documentary of all time (in any genre), which was published in 1965.
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Richard Yelland, the Emmy Award-winning director, follows weathered Californian surf pioneer Dick Metz as he travels the
world from 1958 to 1961, and then returns to South Africa decades later.
