e Track record of social justice, innovation and entrepreneurialism in their work experience;
¢ Eligibility for the programme of their choice at the Graduate School of Business, and
e Character and the capacity that the scholarship will catalyse their trajectory and careers.

Bertha Scholars are radiant, restless and ready to build our new world. They are bold, ambitious and believe in the power
of vision allied with determined action. Bertha Scholars include:

e Farhana Parker (MPhil, 2018) - M&G 200 young South African, Global Shaper with the World Economic Forum and
founding director of The Social Makeover.
